Beauty without frills. It's semething you don't
see much of these days . . . at least noton
Amernican roads.

Between buckets there's a vinyl-covered
console, which houses a floor-mounted
shift. Quite irregular. The sight of all that
sitting smack in the middle of a “luxury” car
may take some getting used to.

And when was the last time you saw a
luxury-car instrument panel that did more
than look pretty and flash lights at you? One
thatactually encouraged you to use it? Grand
Prix’s curves around in front of you and puts
every gauge, control switch, and
convenience right at your fingertips.

How undignified.

Andwhat doyou suppose a performance-
inspired, vinyl-covered steering wheel is
doing in a luxury car? It's doing what the rest
of Grand Prix’s equipment is doing. Taking a
luxury car and making it fun to drive.

Especially
when you slart adding equipment like
variable-ratio power steering, a firm-ride
package, rally gauges or a hood-mounted
tachomeler.

So let this serve as notice to all those
overstuffed luxury cars that have had their
way for so long.
